MANUFACTURER SAFETY/USAGE INFORMATION 
We are signed off by Medsafe NZ for medical equipment with the general sale.

1.       Are we able to sell our Food Grade Hydrogen Peroxide into ear clinics for loosening up ear wax before their procedure?
Yes, we do NOT anticipate there being any issues with this. Under the Medicines Act 1981 (“the Act”), medicines are defined as substances or articles that have the primary purpose of providing a therapeutic effect. There are three classification categories for medicines:
1.     Prescription medicine, which may only be supplied on the prescription of an authorised prescriber.
2.     Restricted medicine (or pharmacist only medicine), which may be sold without a prescription, but the sale must be made by a registered pharmacist in a pharmacy.
3.     Pharmacy-only medicine, which may only be sold in a community or hospital pharmacy, but the sale may be made by any salesperson.
 Medicines in the categories listed above are listed in the First Schedule to the Medicines Regulations 1984 (“The Regulations”). Hydrogen Peroxide is not included within this list and is therefore a ‘General Sale’ medicine. The MEDSAFE classification database also confirms that Hydrogen Peroxide is a ‘General Sale’ medicine (as you have noted). ‘General Sale’ medicines can be sold from any retail outlet and accordingly, there does NOT appear to be anything preventing you from selling your product into ear clinics. 
 Using Hydrogen Peroxide 3% for Ear Toilette 
The Hydrogen Peroxide to use is 3% strength & it does not need to be diluted.  It is used to soften hard wax - whether proximal or deeper in the EAC and takes 2 minutes to work. Insert about 1-1.5ml only, drawn up in a syringe & introduced through one of the speculums. 

Place cottonwool in the opening of the EAC to stop any overflow. Warn the patient that it will be cold & that it will make fizzing & popping sounds. Suction out softened debris/wax/fluid. 

It is used to treat any infection, as it kills all known bacteria & viruses. It is harmless as it breaks down into water & oxygen.
It is safe to use even when there is a known/suspected/non-diagnosed Tympanic Membrane perforation as well as for clearing blockages in grommets/ventilation tubes. (Dr John Vorrath, ENT, Australia, taught the Aboriginal people in the Northern territories of Australia how to irrigate their ears with 3% Hydrogen Peroxide to treat infections). 

Treating infections: lavage out with Hydrogen Peroxide 3%; suction as much debris as one can; dry the ear canal using a swab (cottonwool holder) & by using a hairdryer on low heat (do not use hairdryer if there is Tympanic Membrane perforation). Have patient return in 3-5 days to suction any further debris. Repeat process if there is still an active infection. 

"Once the environment allowing the infection to happen is removed & patient education is given ie (lavage with Hydrogen Peroxide 3% & tell patient keep the water out of their ears by using ear plugs/Blue Tack and to dry ears after showering/swimming), the External Auditory Canal will usually heal itself within 7-10 days".
